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Japan has faced several natural disasters, and thus, disaster
prevention education has recentlybeen included in the national
curricula. The disasters vary depending on the unique
characteristics of the various regions of the Japanese archipelago,
Abstract and hence, understanding these geographic features is
strac important in disaster education. This paper therefore analyzes the
Rokkaku River, which flows through Japan’s Saga Prefecture, as
part of disaster prevention education. As the Rokkaku River has
several geological and scientific features, its study enhances
students’ understanding of disaster pre vention.
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
