	【Purpose】Examining the extraction of structural elements of EOLC and appropriate care depending on the patients’ condition while in the ICU.

【Method】Semi-structured interviews were conducted with nine expert nurses working in either ICUs or palliative care units. Data were then analyzed in a qualitative and inductive manner. 

【Result】Structural elements included three classifications; Patient Care, Family Care, and Team Care. Patient Care is comprised of three categories including “Maintaining the Individuality of Each patient” and “Coordinating the Dying Scene”. Family Care is comprised of six categories including “Confirming the End-of-Life Medical Care”. Team Care is comprised of three categories including “Evaluating Changes in the EOL by the Team” and “Cooperating with Staff Members from Various Professions for EOLC”.

【Conclusion】It was indicated that when it comes to the process of dying and death in ICU, nurses are required the ten nursing practice of EOLC that were obtained in this study. And they were also required to practice in optimum and in cooperation with staff members from various professions.
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
